While the live audience at the Cleveland Public Theatre far outnumbered those watching dancers disappear and reappear at the very slow feed of 38.8 kb/sec – it was quite revolutionary!

Now – ten years later, MorrisonDance is an official organization, and has accumulated a large range of choreography to share with new audiences, as well as die hard fans!  This time, they have decided to keep it live, and onstage – so that audiences may experience the sensation of dance that cannot be felt online or on tv.
Included in the showcase will be a staged adaptation of Erie Sirens, a dance originally performed at Edgewater Park Beach.  Additional works will include “A Tribute to Sissy Hankshaw”, “Radke’s Melancholy Chromosomes”, “Sketches of Rodin”, and RENDEZVOUS, the company’s recent collaboration with NASA.
